
 
 

Bacchus Event Services is a Salt Lake City based company providing party rentals and bartending 
services for private events such as weddings, holiday parties, and corporate functions.  Our business 
volume is seasonal in nature, with our busy times being May through September and December.  All 
of our bartending and rental positions are part-time positions.  Some weeks we may not have any 
shifts to offer, while other weeks we may have many hours available.  We are a growing company, 
and are often looking to increase our bartending and rental staff.  Below are job descriptions for these 
positions.

Bartending Positions 
Our bartenders work hard.  We do events all over the Salt Lake valley and frequently in Kimball 
Junction and Park City.  We work at a wide variety of venues as well as places of business and 
private homes.  A typical shift averages 5-6 hours in length, but varies from event to event.  Our 
bartenders arrive 1 to 2 hours prior to the event to unload supplies, carry them to the bar location, set 
up the bar, and have everything ready to go prior to the scheduled start time.  They then serve the 
guests from the bar during the event.  We frequently provide table service of wine, and at times 
provide table service of coffee or other beverages.  After the event ends, the bartenders break down 
the bar and load up the vehicles with the bar supplies.  The amount of work during setup and cleanup 
is frequently underestimated.  Do not expect to show up and just serve drinks.  That being said, we 
work in a wide variety of fun and beautiful locations.  Our bartenders must be Smart or TIPS certified.  
Qualified applicants must also be able to lift and carry cases of beer, wine, and water.  Our bartender 
uniform is entirely black, consisting of black slacks (Dockers-style or dress slacks), black long-sleeve 
dress shirt, plain black tie, black socks, black shoes, and a black belt.   
 
 
 
Rental Positions 
Our rental staff is responsible for the loading, transport, unloading, and setup of our rental items.  
Those items include tables, chairs, glassware, china, flatware, tents, a stage, a dance floor, and other 
items.  This is a physically demanding position requiring continuous lifting and carrying of heavy 
items.  Great care must be taking during the loading of vehicles to ensure that items are not damaged 
during transport.  Caution must also be taken at the event location to ensure that no damage is 
caused to the venue (i.e. banging tables into walls).  A clean driving record is a requirement for this 
position.  Most of our deliveries to events are between 3pm and 5pm while pickups are generally 
between 10pm and midnight, but the actual hours depend on each individual event.  We also 
periodically have additional hours available in our warehouse for cleaning our rental items.  Our rental 
uniform consists of a Bacchus polo shirt, and black or khaki pants with comfortable matching black or 
brown shoes (no tennis shoes).
